Primary Function

The Admission Nurse is a registered nurse and an Interdisciplinary Team member whose primary responsibility is to present Hospice Touch services and philosophy to patients and families in a manner that result in the admission of appropriate patients.

· Obtain agreement for admission of referred patients and families who meet admission criteria. 

· Builds referral source relationships to support the territory plan.

· Maintain clinical and professional competence.

· Take the initiative in developing relationships with the appropriate admissions and patient care resource persons.
· Enforce and follow all safety and health practices in the performance of job duties

· Serve as role model in interpersonal relationships

· CPR Certified

· Must understand maintain HIPPA guidelines for patient confidentiality

· Other duties as assigned
